CIRCULAR 1/2010: WARD DELIMITATION: MDB3 MEETINGS 
 
The MDB would like to thank all municipalities and other stakeholders for their 
participation in the ward delimitation process, and for the submission of either form 
MDB1 or MDB2 or MDB3 before or on 18 December 2009. You will recall from 
Circular 3/2008 that MDB1 is required where the local stakeholders agree entirely 
with the Board’s proposals on ward boundaries, MDB2 is required in the case where 
the local stakeholders do not agree with the Board’s proposals but have reached 
consensus on alternative proposals, and MDB3 is required where the local 
stakeholders have not reached consensus on one or more of the ward boundaries 
and have requested the Board’s intervention.  
 
Unfortunately some forms were incomplete and have been referred back to 
municipalities for urgent attention. Notes in this regards have been made on the 
attached MDB3 visits programme.  
 
The Board received a number of MDB1 and MDB2 forms, and appreciates the efforts 
of municipalities to reach consensus. The intention is to submit these forms to the  
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Board for consideration. Taking into account the criteria, the Board will then decide 
on the appropriate ward boundaries, and publish the wards in Provincial Gazettes for 
objections.  
 
However, in some municipalities consensus on certain wards was not possible, and 
these municipalities submitted MDB3 forms. These municipalities will be visited by 
MDB representatives. A programme, an agenda, and an attendance register for 
these visits are attached to this circular. 
 
It should be noted that MDB3 meetings should not be regarded as public 
hearings, but merely as meetings during which differing parties present their 
alternative proposals on ward boundaries to the Board as per the MDB3 forms, 
and to motivate their proposals. The Board’s representatives will then assist as 
far as possible to facilitate consensus, by inter-alia, indicating which proposals 
comply with the criteria and requirements for ward boundaries. Proposals not 
complying with the criteria, will not be considered by the Board. Similarly, 
proposed wards with less, or more voters, than the minimum or maximum 
number of voters allowed per ward, will be summarily rejected.  
 
The Board encourages those municipalities that submitted MDB3 forms to continue 
with their local negotiations and consultation, and strive to reach consensus before 
the Board’s visit as per the scheduled meetings. If consensus is reached before 
the meeting, the meeting can be cancelled, and form MDB2 can be submitted.  
 
As a constitutionally independent authority the Board would prefer not to be put in a 
position where it has to decide on the preferred option where political parties and/or 
other stakeholders submitted different proposals for the same ward - unless 
presentations at the MDB3 meetings, provide the Board with very good motivation 
and compelling reasons why a particular proposal for a ward should be accepted in 
preference to other proposals. If none of the competing proposals are accepted, the 
Board will publish its own proposals in the relevant Provincial Gazette for public 
objections. 
 
It is therefore important that municipal councils, political parties and other local 
stakeholders use the MDB3 meetings, or preferably the period before the MDB3 
meetings, as the last and final opportunity to come to an agreement on the 
boundaries of wards that will best serve their municipal areas and residents. 
 
If no consensus can be reached at the MDB3 meeting, the GREEN MAP and From 
MDB2 should NOT be handed to the MDB representative. Differing parties will be 
allowed to reach consensus after the meeting, and to submit the green map 
and form MDB2 to the MDB within 7 days of the date of the meeting.  
 
However, should this last attempt to reach consensus fails, political parties, other 
local stakeholders, and the general public will have an opportunity to submit to the 
Board the attached MDB4 form - either before, or during, the 14 days objection 
period. In this regard the Local Government: Municipal Structures Act, 1998, requires 
that “The Demarcation Board must publish its delimitation of wards for a municipality in the 
Provincial Gazette. Any person aggrieved by a delimitation may within 14 days of publication 
submit objections in writing to the Demarcation Board…..”

After the 14 days objection period has lapsed all objections and MDB4 forms will be 
considered, and the Board will then decide on the final ward boundaries. The Board’s 
final decisions will be published in the Provincial Gazettes. 
 
In preparation for MDB3 meetings, municipalities are reminded to:  
 

¶ Book a suitable venue (see the dates in the attachment programme). 

¶ Send invitations to the persons that will be making presentations, all 
councillors, and other relevant stakeholders such as the Provincial Department 
of Local Government, SALGA, the IEC, and any other local stakeholders that 
the municipality may deem necessary to participate in finalising the 
municipality’s proposals. 

¶ Provide a public address system, and roving microphones. 

¶ Provide water. 

¶ Provide a screen for presentations. 
 
The Board, will as far as possible, chair/facilitate these meetings, but may, in some 
instances, require assistance from municipalities, provinces, SALGA or the IEC.  
Furthermore, MDB staff will have computers and the necessary tools available to test 
compliance with the criteria.  
 
The MDB will not be responsible for any costs pertaining to these meetings. 
 
It is suggested that meetings start, in general, at 10:00 on the day of the meeting, but 
if circumstances such as distances and travel time require a different time, such 
alternative time can be arranged with the responsible MDB representatives.  
 
Presenters are required to hand in hard and/or electronic copies of their 
presentations/submissions to the MDB representatives.
